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Responding to the growing demand for emergency 
food and shelter in Greater Greensboro brought on  

by the current economic crisis, “Operation Greensboro Cares” 
was mobilized to raise funds to address the immediate needs 
of families in our community. 

The effort – which raised more than $400,000 – was led by 
community organizations and media sponsors, including The 
Community Foundation, United Way of Greater Greensboro, 
the News & Record, WFMY News 2, 107.5 KZL and Rock 92. 

The Operation Greensboro Cares fund was established 
at the United Way in 2005 following Hurricane Katrina. 
United Way administers the fund for local organizations  
to provide emergency services.

“In this current economic environment, local organizations have 
reported that the demand for food and emergency shelter has 
exceeded their current resources and they expect the need to 
continue to grow in the coming months. We combined forces 
to increase awareness of the need and to quickly raise funds 

to help Greensboro families get their basic needs met  
during the winter months,” said Otis Wilson, a member  
of the boards of the Foundation and United Way.
