2. Develop your proposal package containing the elements noted below.

3. Submit one unbound copy of your proposal package by the deadline.  Proposals must be received on or before 5:00 p.m. Friday, August 26, 2011.

4. You will be notified that the Future Fund of the Community Foundation has received your request within two weeks of its submission.

5. The Future Fund Grantmaking Committee will review applications in September and will announce grants in October 2011.  A grants announcement and celebration will be held on October 1.

ELEMENTS OF THE PROPOSAL PACKAGE


The proposal package includes four major sections (all available on the Future Fund website: www.greensborofuturefund.org – Click on “Grant Applications” and then the icon for 2011 grant application. Please submit the proposal package elements in this order:
1. Cover Sheet (a three page form included in this packet) 

2. Narrative Proposal, in the form of a letter signed by the organization’s board chair (up to two pages, single spaced).  This narrative should include the following information:

· An introductory description of the project or program being proposed and its relation to the stated Grant Guidelines listed on the first page. 

· Amount of funding requested.

· Specific objectives the project or program is designed to accomplish.

· How will the project build upon strengths in the community?

· How will you measure your progress in reaching your stated objectives?

· How will the project or program be evaluated?

· Relationship of proposed project or program to other relevant services in the community; if the project is a collaboration, please describe the contributions of all parties.

· Your organization’s capability to undertake the proposed project or program, including staffing qualifications.

· Your timetable for the proposed project or program.

· Your organization’s capacity to continue to support the project, if it will be an ongoing project.

3. Budget Information

· The organization’s overall organizational budget showing income and expenses for the current fiscal year

· A budget for this particular project or program

· Most recent audit and current financial statements 

4. Attachments

· List of board members

· List of staff (if applicable)

· Mission statement of the organization

· IRS determination letter (Grantees must have a current 501(c)(3) status or have a fiscal agent with a current 501(c)(3) status.)  
· Other relevant supporting materials, including appropriate letters of support from partner institutions
